The Country Meadows Golf Club was this weekend’s host of the 2011 NB Men’s Four Ball Championship. The teams began
teeing off at 7:30am on Sunday morning for round two of the competition. Jason and Darren Roach held off the Michel
Power/Conrad Gautreau duo to claim the title after the second round and claim the title as the 2011 champions.

After shooting a 69 on Saturday, Roach and Roach held the first round lead, followed by Power & Gautreau and Brown &
MacKinnon. Paired in the final group Sunday with Michel Power and Conrad Gautreau (both of Memramcook Golf Club),
the duo pulled through 8 strokes ahead. 3 teams of Jason Doyle & Dale Kinnie, Chris Penney & Mark Shannon, and Michel
Power & Conrad Gautreau tied for second with an overall gross score of -3. Behind the second place teams was another
three way tie for 3™, between Shawn Branch & Greg Jones (both of Country Meadows), Tom Hendershot & Kevin Farmer
(Herring Cove)and Jamie Arbeau & Shane McCullum (both of Fredericton Golf Club) all coming in at -2.

In the net division, the team of Joseph Patriquin and Anthony Konning, (both of Country Meadows) finished the weekend
with a gross net score of 125 (19 under par) to take the Dr. Doug Brewer Shield. Patriquin and Konning finished ahead of
second place competitors Sheldon MacPherson and Glenn Byrne (both of Kingswood) who finished with a gross net score of
127. The MacPherson/Byrne team was closely followed by Bob and John Moore (gross net of 128) and Trevor Friars (The
Riverside) and Greg Watson (Sussex Golf and Curling Club).

The tournament is a two-man best ball competition with
both gross and net categories. This year’s even carried a field of 52 teams (104 players).
