Outside 
these times the course is available on a first 
come first serve basis. Especially for weekend 
mornings please check with the proshop if you 
plan to  play before  starting times begin,  if  a 
special event is booked you might not get to 
play,  save  the  disappointment  and  check 
ahead. 

• Starting time exceptions would be Monday and 
Tuesday evening Men’s & Ladies nights these 
very popular  events for  members make drop 
by golf a bit more difficult these evenings, but 
the par 3 course is open and great practice.
